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      Just before Thanksgiving, Earl Kinnaird, chair of the Trustees made an 
announcement that the east window would be installed prior to Christmas.  The 
window arrived on December 14th!  The new exterior protective covering will be 
installed when the weather permits in the spring. 
      The north window will be removed in April of 2010 with an anticipated return 
in mid summer.  It’s expected that this schedule ought to be firm since all 
needed replacement glass is already in hand.  
      Funds for the first window have been raised in addition to a down payment 
of one third for the next window when it’s removed.  Each window will cost 
about $45,000 to restore.  All frame repair and finishing of each window is 
included in this quote.  Persons wanting to contribute “Stained Glass Window” 
are encouraged to do so.  Contributions of $1200 or more will have their name 
included on a recognition plaque.   
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      In 1977, Robert Mitchell gave a gift of a carillon along with an endowment 
to defray maintenance expenses.  The original equipment has worn out so a 
new carillon from the Schulmerich Bell Company was installed on December 
14th.  The new system includes a keyboard with inside speakers so that we can 

enjoy the music inside as well as outdoors.  The new system will play a variety of seasonal music 
at 9am, noon and 6pm each day, except Sunday.  The replacement system of about $18,000 was 
funded in part through the income of about $6,100 from the Mitchell endowment with the remainder 
from memorials and special contributions. 
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January 24 will be a first in Grinnell UMC.  We will be commissioning our first Stephen Ministers.  
They have completed 50 hours of training to get to this moment!!  They are now ready to receive 
assignments of care receivers.  They will continue to meet bimonthly for continuing education and 
supervision.  Please join us in worship at either service on the 24th for this special day.  Those 
being commissioned, who are joining our Stephen Leaders (Judy Arendt, Deacon Diane, Barb 
Norman, and Margaret Niswander) in this new ministry are: Marc Chamberland, Lora Cline, Walda 
Gustafson,  Heather Lobban-Viravong, Jan Mutti, Tammy Nekola,  Wendy Ramsey, Tracy Smith, 
Ginger Sterk, and Lynn Stone.  We appreciate the hours and hours of training they have given to 
get to this moment!!�

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Dear Mom and Dad, 
 “And a little child shall lead them.” (Isaiah 11:6)  Having just come through the Advent-
Christmas season, this phrase is familiar.  It’s part of a larger image of what God’s realm will be like 
in which adversaries will peaceably live with one another.   
 As you know, just prior to Advent, Acacia (4 ½) and Olivia (3) spent several days at our house.  
Olivia has recently discovered light switches!  This is true in part because she’s grown just tall 
enough to reach the switch, but there is also the powerful novelty of being able make light come 
on.  We were very “enlightened” during their time here.  I came into the kitchen in the middle of the 
day to discover that the porch and backyard lights had not been neglected.  I spent part of my time 
asking the girls to turn out lights, but mostly I followed them around reversing the switching 
process.   
 On the Sunday prior to Thanksgiving 10 of us completed an 8 week Old Testament Disciple 
Bible Study.  The concluding readings reminded us of the hopeful prophecy from several voices, 
including “I have called you to righteousness, I have taken you by the hand and kept you; I have 
given you as a covenant to the people, a light to the nations.” (Isaiah 42:6) A primary message that 
resounded with me was the presence of the penetrating Light of God’s Spirit. It was present from 
the beginning, through the covenant with Abraham, on to David and finally to all generations -- a 
gift we have the privilege to share. 
 It struck me that God isn’t like me going around after the girls clicking lights off, but rather 
God’s more like Olivia taking every opportunity to turn on the “light to the nations.”  We’re in a time 
when there is plenty of darkness.  It’s a time much like that first Advent and the darkness that 
followed.  The Hope for the world came in the small package of Jesus, clicking on every switch he 
could reach.  There were people in his time who got very upset about turning on all that light.  
Wasn’t it terribly extravagant?!  After all some people just don’t deserve such generous treatment!  
Jesus persisted in his behavior. 
 We’re in a time when we need more “enlightened” people who are unafraid of turning on the 
Light of Christ!  Even some friendly legislation introduced into the Congress calling for us all to 
cease complaining the day prior to Thanksgiving, putting us into the mood for saying thanks, was 
met with hateful vitriol.  I guess I’m not the only one dimming the light.   
 We have a new year in which to partner with God living into our covenant to be “light to the 
nations.”  I’m going to do better.  How about joining me?  This seems like a worthy New Years 
resolution.

dress shoes in size 6-1/2; brushes; and bras, 38 and up, double cups and up.”  You may drop them 
off in the cupboard at the Ramp Entrance of the church.

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Our Growing Projects this year consisted of 40 acres of soybeans at 
Tom and Jeri Grahams’, 20 acres of corn at Bart and Teresa Bensons’, and 20 
acres of hay and a sweet corn patch at Dave and Tracee Van Arkels’.  Our 
FRB committee picked sweet corn and sold it to the congregation.  We netted 
$235.00 for this project.  Hay was cut and baled at the Van Arkels’.  It was 
marketed and hauled by Steve Rubendall.  The sale of the hay netted 
approximately $7500.00.  The field corn at the Bensons’ was combined by Jeff 
Breeden on December 5.  It was hauled to town for sale by Steve Rubendall.  
The corn was sold for nearly $9600.00.  Soybeans at the Grahams’ were 
combined by Tom Graham using Dave Van Arkel’s combine in November.  
Tom hauled the grain to town for sale using his father’s/brother’s grain truck.  The soybeans were 
sold for over $21,000.00.   

Monies from this year’s GUMC Growing Projects have been sent to Foods Resource Bank 
to support Overseas Programs in Gambia-Gamhort and Democratic Republic of Congo- Katanga.  
We also provided additional funds to FRB United Methodist Committee on Relief to fund other 
UMCOR sponsored overseas Programs in need of support at their discretion.  
 The FRB committee would like to thank everyone involved for making this another very 
successful growing season.  We would like to thank our Congregation, through the Adopt-an-Acre 
Program, and our corporate sponsors, SCE and Monsanto, for helping to defray much of our 
production costs. We would like to thank the landowners- the Bensons’, the Grahams’, and the Van
